SENIOR CHIEF GLADSTONE: “THE WATCH”.

While some of us were in our bunkS at night - this sailor stood the watch.  (ONE bell)
While some of us were in school learning our trade - this sailor stood the watch.  (ONE bell)
And yes, even before some of us were born - this sailor stood the watch.  

(ONE bell)
As our families watched the storm clouds of war brewing on the horizons of history - THIS SAILOR stood the watch.  (ONE bell)
HE STOOD THE WATCH FOR 24 YEARS.  HE STOOD THE WATCH SO THAT WE, OUR FAMILIES AND OUR FELLOW COUNTRYMEN COULD SLEEP SOUNDLY IN SAFELY EACH AND EVERY NIGHT KNOWING THAT A SAILOR STOOD THE WATCH.  (ONE bell)
Today, we are here to say, SHIPMATE...THE WATCH STANDS RELIEVED.  RELIEVED BY THOSE YOU HAVE TRAINED,  GUIDED AND LED.  

CHIEF MARRINELLI - YOU STAND RELIEVED...  WE HAVE THE WATCH. (ONE bell)
Senior Chief Gladstone returns to her seat. Let the Bell fade out

OSCM - “BOATSWAIN – STAND BY TO PIPE THE SIDE.”

Boatswain mate forms the sideboys into position as MC Reads.

OSCM – 

THIS ORDER HAS BEEN PASSED ON NAVAL SHIPS FROM EARLY 1500’S THROUGH TODAY.  SPANISH, FRENCH, DUTCH, ENGLISH – YES, EVERY NAVY IN THE WORLD HAS USED THE BOATSWAIN’S CALL AND SIDE BOYS TO BRING ABOARD OR SEND ASHORE ITS OFFICERS, AND VISITING DIGNITARIES.

THE BOATSWAIN WOULD PIPE THE SIDE AS THE SIDE BOYS LAY ON OR LAY OFF THE LINES USED TO RAISE OR LOWER THE BOARDING PLATFORM – THIS WAS DONE SO THAT OFFICERS AND VISITING DIGNITARIES WOULD NOT HAVE TO CLIMB ABOARD USING THE RATLINES THAT THE CREW USED – THE SHIP’S MASTER OR CAPTAIN WOULD ALSO EXTEND THIS PRIVILEGE AND HONOR TO PORT OFFICIALS TO ENSURE A GOOD BERTH FOR HIS SHIP WHILE IN PORT.  IT WAS NOT UNCOMMON FOR THE COMMANDING OFFICER OF A NAVAL SHIP OF THE LINE TO ORDER UP THE JOLLY BOAT, EIGHT STRONG BACKS TO MAN THE OARS, ALONG WITH THE BOATSWAIN AND SIDE BOYS TO SEND AN OLD SHIPMATE ASHORE – ASHORE TO HIS RETIREMENT HOME – ASHORE, NEVER TO SAIL A NAVAL SHIP AGAIN.  “ALL HANDS ON DECK”, WAS PASSED – THE CREW FELL IN AT PARADE REST FOR MUSTER. THE COMMANDING OFFICER WOULD MAKE A SPEECH – TELLING ABOUT THE RETIREE’S SERVICE – THE GREAT BATTLES FOUGHT UPON THE OPEN SEAS – THE VICTORIES – THE STORMS WEATHERED – VOYAGES TO STRANGE AND DISTANT LANDS – PORTS-OF-CALL VISITED - THAT OTHERS CAN ONLY DREAM ABOUT – HE WOULD ALSO SPEAK OF SHIPMATES LEFT BEHIND.  THE BOATSWAIN WOULD STAND TALL, THE SIDEBOYS AND THE CREW WERE CALLED TO ATTENTION, AND THEN THE RETIREE WOULD STEP TO THE QUARTERDECK, SALUTE THE COMMANDING OFFICER, AND REQUEST PERMISSION TO GO ASHORE.  PERMISSION GRANTED, THE RETIREE WOULD STEP ONTO THE PLATFORM AND SALUTE THE FLAG HE SERVED, AND THEN THE RETIREE WOULD BE SEATED IN THE STERN SEATS OF THE JOLLY BOAT, GOING ASHORE.  AS THE SIDEBOYS LOWERED AWAY THE JOLLY BOAT TO THE BOATSWAIN’S CALL, THE SHIPS GUNNER WOULD FIRE A FINAL SALUTE FROM THE SHIPS MAIN BATTERY.  THE UNITED STATES NAVY WAS THE FIRST NAVY TO PROVIDE SIDE HONORS TO ITS ENLISTED CREWMAN.  IN THE EARLY TO MID-1800’S, ENLISTED MEN WERE HOLDING RETIREMENTS FOR THEIR ENLISTED SHIPMATES.  AFTER THE CIVIL WAR, THE COMMANDING OFFICER WOULD TAKE PART IN THESE ENLISTED RETIREMENTS TO SHOW THAT HE AND THE NAVY RECOGNIZED THE CONTRIBUTIONS MADE BY THE ENLISTED MEN.

AND STILL TODAY, WE HEAVE TO, STOP ALL ENGINES, LAY ABOUT SMARTLY, DROP ANCHOR, AND STAND BY TO PAY HONOR TO ONE OF OUR SHIPMATES.  A SHIPMATE GOING ASHORE, TO HONOR THOSE YEARS SERVED, THE GUIDANCE, THE LEADERSHIP, THE EXPERTISE, AND ABOVE ALL, THE FRIENDSHIP THAT THIS SHIPMATE HAS GIVEN THESE PAST 24 YEARS.
